This Venue and Safety Information Booklet has been compiled to inform schools and staff with relevant park
information to help assist in organising and preparing for a school excursion at Adventure Park Geelong,
Victoria.
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GENERAL INFORMATION:

Adventure Park offers its facilities to a variety of school groups including primary, secondary and tertiary
educational institutions. Adventure Park water rides and attractions are defined as recreational swimming
activities Type 1 by the Department of Education & Early Childhood Development (DEECD). Subsequently
Adventure Park conforms to all DEECD recommendations relating to recreational swimming activities Type 1
as of October 2010.

TEACHER/CARER — STUDENT RATIOS:
The following teacher supervision ratios are required for students/schools when visiting Adventure Park:

Standard:
(1:10) 1 teacher: 10 students
There is an exception to this ratio in the case of;

- Students with special needs who require a full time carer present with them.
PARK CAPACITY WHILST SCHOOLS ARE VISITING ADVENTURE PARK:

The maximum capacity of visitors to Adventure Park when schools are attending will be 5000.

EQUIPMENT REQUIREMENTS:

Students and Staff are advised to bring the minimum following personal items, whilst visiting the Park
- Shirt

- Shorts

- Shoes (or thongs)

- Hat

- Sunscreen

- Towels

- Water etc.

STUDENT SAFETY RULES:

Prior to all students and schools entering Adventure Park, the following document MUST be read or explained
to students, “Adventure Park — Venue information sheet”
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SUPERVISION:

Schools/Teacher Supervision

Schools and teaching staff are advised to read the School Excursions Health & Safety Risk Assessment.

Adventure Park Supervision/Services

Staff at Adventure Park deliver ride specific safety briefings (safety rules in each area), guided tours and
supervision of all rides and activities.

All ride attendants are trained to each specific ride and several hold current Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation
Certificates, Level 1 & 2 First Aid and Bronze Medallions. (All training is to Work Cover Victoria Standards as at
October 2010).

Adventure Park also employees First Aid Officers (which are part of an emergency response team that consist
of 6) with Advanced First Aid (Level 2) and Occupational First Aid (Level 3) qualifications which are in charge of
the two first aid treatment rooms and cover all areas of the park.

As employees at Adventure Park are engaged in child related employment as defined by the Working with
Children Act 2005, all ride attendants and managers over the age of 18 are required to hold a current Working
with Children Check.

On behalf of the management and staff welcome to Adventure Park.

Adventure Park has a number of safety regulations that apply to each activity. The
regulations are identified on each ride safety signage and will be verbally
instructed to you at each particular ride by Adventure Park ride attendants. The
work cover authority in this state requires that the regulations and instructions are
conveyed to all visitors at Adventure Park.

It is also a condition of entry that all visitors comply with the safety regulations to
ensure the safety of all guests using the facilities at Adventure Park. We are very
serious about this condition of entry and if you fail to comply with the safety
regulations we will restrict your access to the rides and activities. Please ask the
ride attendants or Duty Manager if you do not understand the safety regulations
on any of the rides or attractions at Adventure Park.

It is highly recommended by Adventure Park that any non-proficient swimmers
&/or non swimmers not be permitted into water which may exceed the height of
their waists. For example the River Torrent Lazy River and lake activities.

As well as this Adventure Park does not condone the use of unsocial language or
behaviour, if you are seen demonstrating such behaviour you will be removed
from all rides and activities at Adventure Park.
